Citizens UK believe that no child should go hungry, regardless of their immigration 

status. Through community organising, parents, teachers, pupils and leaders across 

a wide range of organisations have won an incredible pledge from the government 

to allow all children who are eligible, regardless of their pareƴǘǎΩ immigration 

status, to claim free school meals. 

This is an incredible win as it means undocumented families and families living with NRPF (No Recourse to 

Public Funding) status are now eligible to safely claim Free School Meals for their children and schools can 

get more funding to support their students, parents, and teachers.

Register Over 5s for Cool Milk

used at Bridestowe. The School food standards state that children of all ages should have easy access to 

milk each day, should they require it . Luckily with Cool Milk, this couldn't be easier. In order to register 

your child for school milk, simply visit www.coolmilk.com/register . It's super easy and your child can 

benefit from a nutritious drink of milk to keep them hydrated until lunch. 

Even if any under 5s are currently receiving free milk due to being registered by the school, parents can 

register and continue with milk once their child turns 5. If a parent re-registers an existing under 5, the 

system will simply transfer the child from the school to the parent, providing them with full control.
